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Political Declaration
Of the 18™ Assembly of WFDY

1. We, the representatives of the youth organizations gathered from 9 — 12 November, 2011 in
Lisbon, Portugal on the occasion of the 18" Assembly of the World Federation of Democratic
Youth (WFDY) declare the following:

Preamble

2. The World Federation of Democratic Youth (WFDY), as an anti-imperialist, progressive,
democratic and massive international non-governmental youth organization, promotes the
unity, cooperation, organized action, solidarity and exchange of information and experiences
of work and struggle among the progressive anti-imperialist youth forces, playing an
indispensable role on the struggle against imperialism, foreign interventions and
occupations, fascism, nationalism, exploitation and war, for peace, international solidarity,
social justice and youth rights. WFDY plays a fundamental role in the reinforcement of the
anti-imperialist and progressive youth movement, for the dynamism of the organized and
massive struggle, and for the political and social consciousness of young people, in which
the collective construction of opinion, action and involvement of the Federation plays a
decisive role. Its indispensable connection to the reality for youth, its’ problems, struggles
and achievements within the youth movement result from the characteristics of its member
organizations. The demands, positions and opinions of WFDY result from the action and
demands of the youth movement, because the dynamic, aspirations and struggle of the
youth and students’ movement in each country are closely connected with the action of each
of its member organizations. Due to the ideals and values it embodies, WFDY forms a
pattern for the anti-imperialist youth movement at world level, as the result of its entire
historical struggle and convictions.

3. During the 17" Assembly of WFDY, which took place in March 2007 in Hanoi, Vietham we
made a deep analysis and discussion, reflecting on the present world situation, the
imperialist attacks against the youth and people, the response of the world’s anti-imperialist
movement through its struggle and actions and the role that WFDY has to play in the current
situation. Since then, the reality has validated the accuracy of our evaluations and decisions,
despite the intensity and high velocity of developments on many occasions. WFDY reaches
its 18" Assembly stronger and richer in experiences in the contemporary struggle for the
rights and needs of the youth, in facing the old and new challenges in various countries and
regions, confronting imperialism and its policies, rallying broader forces along with its
organizations in the respective countries in order to fulfill the aspirations of the youth.

The world in which we live
4. Over the last four years, the situation of the youth of the world has continued to develop
negatively, confirming our analysis that the wellbeing of the peoples and youth is

incompatible with imperialism and its world order, as it results from the decay and the
absolute contradictions of the unfair and exploitative capitalist system, that ceaselessly
magnifying the poverty, the exploitation of the peoples, and unemployment.

The most characteristic example is that of the present capitalist crisis. It is a crisis of over-
accumulation of capital, based on capitalist production and being manifested in the banking
system, commercial and other sectors. The capitalist system shows ever more its unjust and
exploiting nature that finds its genesis in the deepening of its inherent contradictions, based
on the major concentration of wealth generated by the social and collective labor of the
people in a handful of corporations integrating the world imperialist system. The rising prices
of food and energy, as well as the explosion of the financial bubble in the U.S. are marks
that this new crisis has produced. It consists of a massive increase of unemployment
(particularly among the younger generations) and a substantial decrease of workers’
purchasing power, with an impact at all levels and particularly in the access to essential
goods. The capitalist crisis is a result of the nature of capitalism; it demonstrates its historical
inability to make further progress for humankind. While tremendous wealth is produced by
the more and more socialized production of the working class and the peoples, instead of
being in their hands, it rests in the hands of the big capitalist monopolies. This is why crises
are sooner or later inevitable for the capitalist society. Following the beginning of the crisis,
the forces of capital in every country and the reactionary forces around the world rushed to
place the burden of the crisis on the shoulders of the workers by intensifying their attacks on
the Public Sector and on the workers’ rights. Their objective is the salvation of the capitalist
system to preserve its profits, further guaranteeing the mechanisms of exploitation.

However, not all social classes were affected in the same way. While the workers and young
people saw their rights being destroyed, their places of work closed and their salaries
decreased, the big economic groups, particularly the bank sector, remained untouched and
were on many occasions bailed out by public funds. These facts led on one hand, to the
destruction of the productive forces and public services of many countries, while on the
other, the major economic groups continued to enjoy high levels of profits and wealth
accumulation. The situation in countries such as Greece, Ireland and Portugal represents
undisputable evidence of the exploitation that these peoples face while the profits of the
national and international major economic groups have remained untouched or even
increased.

Over the last four years, with the pretext of the crisis, there has been a general trend of
implementing reactionary changes on the labor laws. At youth level, this has resulted in the
widespread flexible forms of work and the wide increase of precariousness among workers,
as well as in the continuation of child labor which form alarming social phenomena.

Such facts, contributed to deepening even further the gap between the rich and the poor, at
international level as well as local level, in most countries of the world. Poverty affects today
over one billion human beings, many of whom live in conditions of extreme impoverishment,
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while others live in conditions of hidden poverty, due, to a large extent, to the increase of the
exploitation of workers, to the partial or total elimination of social mechanisms of integration
and to the privatization of basic public services.

Alongside poverty, hunger, malnutrition the lack of access to potable water also continue to
affect millions of human beings (in the USA alone there are 49 million people suffering of
hunger or malnutrition). In a world where there is a production of food higher than the needs
of the world population, only the irrational distribution of resources of the capitalist system
can explain why children continue to die of hunger every day.

10. The access to education continues to be, for an increasing number of young people, just a

mirage. The absence of consistent public policies, in many countries, and the partial or total
privatization of schools and universities, in a big part of the rest of the world, leads to a
situation in which only a very small percentage of the young people of the world can actually
have full access to all levels of education without any sort of social economic barrier. At the
same time, the increasing control of the large economic groups over the higher education
system confines scientific research to their own interests and not the interests of the
peoples. By consequence, education continues to be a tool of reproducing the dominant
ideology, creating armies of "obedient workers".

11. The general worsening of the living conditions has found no exception in the access to

health. Millions of young people around the world continue not having access to proper
disease prevention or healing facilities. Among others, the absence of strong public policy of
many governments to handle sexual health of the young people is responsible for the
continuation of the spread of sexual diseases, with a particular emphasis on the still
massively deadly HIV/AIDS, and for unplanned pregnancies, particularly among teenagers.

12. As a result of these facts over the last four years, migration has increased. Even though data

shows that, unlike what imperialist forces want to impose on mankind’s minds, the majority
of migrations do not have Europe or North America as destination, it is important to underline
that both the European Union and the USA use the labor force of immigrants to intensify the
exploitation of the workers (both in their own countries and source countries of the
immigrants). It is also important to point out that the controllers of the system who launch the
most xenophobic policies and messages against immigrants, are actually those who are in
control of the mafias that are responsible for making thousands of people (mostly
youngsters) arrive in other countries every year, with no conditions, for a life of practical or
actual slavery! This is another expression of the cruelty of imperialism which, along with the
“Europe Fortress” doctrine of the European Union and its xenophobic policies, Kill
(sometimes actually murdering), every year, thousands of people whose only “crime” was to
search for better living conditions.

13. As inherent paradox of the imperialist world order, despite crisis and the tremendous attacks

against the workers and youth rights (on many occasions on the pretext of absence of
money), the militarization of the world continues, with vast amounts of money being invested
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in the renewal of armies, weaponry, research for new and more sophisticated weapons,
nuclear weapons and arsenals, promotion of conflicts, occupations and the conducting of
imperialist wars. That expenditure has raised 49% in the last decade and in 2008 alone was
1.5 trillion US Dollars.

Imperialism: number one enemy of the youth and peoples

14. In the four years since the last General Assembly of WFDY, we have seen all qualities of the
imperialist system, which is the highest monopoly stage of capitalism, aggravate:
internationalization of capital, the aggressive spreading of monopolies and big economical
corporations, the deepening of rivalries for the share of markets, and the more frequent
application of reactionary policies against the rights of the peoples and the youth. The
attacks against the rights of the peoples, such as the attack against the right to work, to labor
rights, to health care, to education, to life with dignity, are directly related to the aggressive,
deadly attacks against the sovereignty of independent states, by military threats,
occupations, invasions, by the oppression of any democratic forces and fundamental human
rights. These attacks are interrelated in the fact that that they all serve the same interests
and ultimate goal which is the expansion of the global and domestic dominations of the
ruling economic monopolies.

15. WFDY and its member organizations base the organizing of the international anti-imperialist
struggle on the fact that imperialism is a global system where all the capitalist states take
part, and hold their respective position according to their economic, political and military
force. This position is given in the imperialist pyramid and through this they demand for their
monopolies the best share, participating in a process of balancing and antagonizing, moving
up and down the pyramid with the changes of the correlation of forces. The capitalist classes
of all countries, the political forces that serve the interests of the capitalists, they all are
organic parts of the imperialist system, and all carry relations of exploitation. That is why
they must be targeted by anti-imperialist struggle. Their alliances, temporary or permanent,
their participation in imperialist organisms, such as NATO and the EU or other regional
alliances, aim at the more successful carrying-out of the interests of the ruling classes. In the
international imperialist system there is no place for balanced development and relations of
equality between states and peoples, due to the existence of the law of asymmetric
development. And that provides us with yet another proof for the need of revolutionary social
transformation of the system that breeds inequality and misery. Despite the attempts to forge
the truth, the occupation in Iraq and Afghanistan by NATO troops continues with thousands
of foreign troops stationed on the ground in each of these countries. The so called
“‘withdrawal” of US troops from Iraq and the execution of Osama Bin Laden must be read as
a change in the alliances and the pattern of actions of imperialist powers. Making peace with
Islamic movements and increasing role of Turkey as a subcontractor of the US eases the
mission of imperialism. WFDY expresses its deepest concerns for the uplift support of
Pakistan towards the interference in the neighboring countries through fundamentalism,
terrorism, genocide and gender and racial discrimination in South Asia.
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16. Taking the opportunity given by long years of oppressive ways of the Khadafi regime and
using the same justification as in the past, of the so called “humanitarian war”, the imperialist
forces have invaded Libya, after promoting internal factions, including mercenary groups and
an inside guerrilla sponsored by the USA, the European Union and armed by Saudi Arabia
and Arab Gulf States. The war in Libya has nothing to do with defending democracy or the
wellbeing of the Libyan people; instead it has a clear economic and geostrategic motivation
behind it. As in the case of Iraq, the takeover of Libya would give imperialism access to new
oil, natural gas and water reserves at almost no cost and a place where they could finally
install the US command in Africa (AFRICOM). Also in Libya, Egypt and Tunisia reactionary
forces such as the Muslim Brotherhood are becoming strong alternatives in governing
bodies. New alliances are being set up between imperialist and Islamic forces on the basis
of “moderate Islam”. As a parallel phenomenon, imperialist hegemony on these countries is
deepening. Hence, the reactionary transformations will only bring disaster to the people.

17. The expansion and reinforcement of NATO forces, the strengthening of its relationship with
the European Union and its new strategic concept that allows for interventions, under any
pretext, in national issues as a police patrol of the imperialist interests, reaffirms NATO as
the deadliest killing machine of our world, not only because of its six decades of death and
destruction, but also because of its intentions of future interventions. The new strategic
doctrine of "NATO 2020" decided by the imperialists during the Lisbon Summit last year,
incorporates all changes made to the structure of the organization in recent years (12 new
Member States, using of the "Partnership for Peace" for a significant expansion of NATO), it
changes the position NATO had so far in relation to competitive forces such as Russia and
India by signing agreements with them. It enhances the cooperation with the EU, revealing
the character of the latter as an imperialist union for the establishment and training of armed
forces, which act against "extremism" on the inside and outside of the borders (Euro force,
FRONTEX), aiming first and foremost on all of those who fight to defend the rights of the
peoples and the youth against imperialism. Today the demand of the youth for
disengagement of their countries and disbanding of NATO and all other imperialist
organizations is more needed than ever. Peaceful co-existence of the peoples can only be
found outside of these organisms that serve the interests of the capitalists.

18. The creation of new foreign military bases in every continent of the world, the reactivation of
USA 4™ and 5" Fleets, the nuclear deal celebrated between USA and India, the steps in the
direction of creating the Euro-Army, the deployment of US troops and equipment in Eastern
European countries so as to revive the project of the so called “anti-missile shield”, the
deployment of USA troops in Haiti (shamefully blocking for several days medical aid just
after a tremendous earthquake that caused thousands of deaths), Costa Rica and Panama,
the troublesome mobilization of armed special forces of the U.S. in Colombian territory with
the intension of using the nation as a platform of aggression and threat to the continental
peace, the increasing provocations against Iran and DPR Korea; are all alarming signs of
rapid escalation of the militarization of the world, which can rapidly develop into a large-scale
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conflict, with nuclear or other highly sophisticated weapons, of unpredictable consequences
for the future of mankind.

19. The position assumed by various countries in favor of (or, at least, not against) the
intervention in Libya, the cooperation of Russia with NATO, the deals between USA and
India, among others, are signs of more and more complex international scenarios, where the
pressure or the military escalation is far from being, at any point, alleviated; instead it is in
fact deepened. Undoubtedly, a particular trait of the period, that we live, is the accentuation
of the inter-imperialist contradictions between old and emerging imperialist powers, that
aggravate under the conditions of capitalist crisis for the control of wealth producing
resources and energy routes and can lead to generalized military confrontations. These acts
demonstrate that it isn't possible to exist, nor desirable, under capitalism, a world in
equilibrium between imperialist poles. The inter-imperialists contradictions are increasingly
profound and dangerous. Our objective must be the total defeat of imperialism in the world.

20. The continuation of the illegitimate — and many times refused by the UN Assembly —
blockade against Cuba, the ongoing interferences in the internal issues of Syria and the
continuation of the occupation of the Syrian Golan, the unjust sanctions against Eritrea, the
coup d’état in Honduras and the attempt for a coup d’état in Ecuador (the latter two being
openly promoted by the USA), adding the annihilation of all forms of resistance of the
Colombian popular movement, as well as the systematic attack with the aim of discrediting
the Bolivarian process in Venezuela, the total disrespect for the Pakistani sovereignty, the
interventions of IMF and EU in Ireland, Portugal and Greece for the support of the capitalist
class and governments, the imperialist intervention in Somalia and intervention in Ivory
Coast, the international support to Turkey that pretends to be the guardian of Arab peoples
when at the same time is an occupation force over another sovereign country, Cyprus, the
division of the Korean peninsula promoted by the USA and their allies, the unjust sanctions
against Zimbabwe, the American veto that obstacles Palestine to be recognized as a state
by the UN (despite the massive support of most member countries), among many other
examples, comprise the living proof that so long there is imperialism there will always be
external interferences and that the peoples and youth will always be prevented from building
their future with their own hands, following the course they themselves choose.

21.To ensure its domination, imperialism has never hesitated to tear apart the most
fundamental democratic rights of the people and of the youth. Over the last four years, the
examples have been increased considerably. Just to mention a few of these violations, it is
important to remember: together with the daily humiliation, displacement, lack of freedom
and assassination in the houses of Palestinian people, and the continued illegal
imprisonment of thousands of Palestinian political prisoners, the Israeli government
slaughtered over one thousand people in the besieged Gaza strip and killed in cold blood
international activists sailing to Gaza in a boat carrying goods of necessity; alongside with
the daily violent repression of the people in Western Sahara whose country is occupied by
the state of Morocco, in November 2010, the Moroccan government disbanded a protest
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camp in El Aayoun killing and wounding dozens of Saharawi people and the deportation of
the President of WFDY by the Moroccan state on the occasion of a solidarity visit to the
Saharawi occupied lands; the occupation of Cyprus, the violation of the human rights of
thousands of Turkish and Greek Cypriots the existence of more than three hundred
thousand refugees, the separation of the people and destruction of their cultural heritage; in
the USA, Obama’s administration continues to deny the Cuban Five a fair trial or recognize
that there is no proof of what these innocent men are being accused of, keeping them
imprisoned just because they were defending their country from terrorism; we have to keep
denouncing the aggressive political action of the present Colombian government against the
population and we insist in the need for a negotiated political way out of the armed conflict
that exists for more than 40 years; in Bahrain and Yemen, with the committed support of the
imperialist forces (in the case of Bahrain they even deployed Saudi troops), there have been
no limits to the repression, violence, threats, assassinations and imprisoning of the activists
who have been fighting against the anti-democratic regimes in each country; in Sri Lanka,
with the continuous cases of suppression of the students’ movement, violation of human and
democratic rights of the people, particularly the Tamil in the war affected area. This grave
situation has been used by the imperialists as a pretext to intervene in Sri Lanka which
shows the face of imperialism; and last, and not least, in Europe as a whole, the persecution
of those who struggle against the system and its inequalities has been growing to an
unprecedented level, with a particular expression in the persecution, attempts of ban and
limits to the freedom of organization of communist forces, as well as different initiatives
attempting to rewrite history and equalize fascism and communism as “totalitarian” and
“criminal” ideologies, attempting to criminalize the simple act of thinking itself.

Over the last four years, the mass media has continued to play an important role as a vehicle
of the dominant ideology and manipulation of the minds of the young people of the world.
Used to impose its principles and values, along with education, the media (television,
cinema, radio and internet) form a huge investment of the major economic groups in order to
keep passing the messages that defend the system: that there is no alternative to the
policies imposed, that there is no point struggling against these policies; and that the system
needs what is necessary to be done even if this involves starting wars.

2010 was the year chosen by the United Nations’ General Assembly to celebrate once again
the International Year of Youth. However, this occasion with a huge deal of potential was, is
in fact, a missed opportunity. From the theme (“mutual understanding”) to the development
of the main activities, there were very few activities that actually had an agenda that targeted
the main problems of the youth (peace, emancipation, education, employment, housing, etc.)
and those that took place were promoted in an atmosphere of charity and undermining of the
transformative power of the youth. To add to that, the activities were many times kept within
the frame of the youth organizations’ leaders and had no real impact on the large maijority of
the young people of the world. Last and not least, all this produced a process of fake
dialogue whereby those who asked to speak on behalf of the youth were trying to meet the
expectations of the bourgeoisies governments while most of the governments were only
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pretending to listen to what the youth wanted to say. The alternative can be found in the
reinforcement of anti-imperialist struggle in national, regional and international level, which is
today more than ever tied to the struggle against the power of capital in every country. It
cannot be found in the illusions for the “democratization of the international relations” or for
the creation of a “multipolar world” that is nothing more than the world of aggravated inter-
imperialist rivalries.

Let’ s defeat i mperialism for a world of peace, sol
24. The 17" World Festival of Youth and Students, held in South Africa, in December 2010, was
a powerful demonstration of the growing strength of the anti-imperialist youth movement.
Building on the success of the 16™ WFYS and on the rich and historical tradition of the
Festival's Movement, the 17" WFYS gathered 15000 young people from 126 countries, as
the highest moment of one year of preparations around the world that involved hundreds of
thousands of people in the thousands of local, regional, national and international
preparatory and promotional events. The contents and outcomes of the 17" WFYS reaffirm
the readiness of the youth of the world to fight against imperialism, “for a world of peace,
solidarity and social transformation!”

25. Moreover, the success and massive character of important events such as the Conference
of the Afro-Asian Peoples’ Solidarity Forum, the Congress of the Women’s International
Democratic Federation, the Assembly of Peace (organized by the World Peace Council), the
Congress of the World Federation of Trade Unions and the Congress of the Latin American
and Caribbean Students Organization reinforce our hopes that our struggle becomes
stronger by the day and that, together with us, WFDY, allies are growing stronger and more
fit in our common battle against imperialism.

26. Despite the grim scenario of our days caused by the powerful offense of imperialism at a
global scale, 20 years after the overthrow of the Soviet Union, there are important processes
occurring that allow the peoples, the workers and the youth to have increasing hopes that,
with the forces we are accumulating with our ongoing struggles, sooner rather than later, the
day of the defeat of imperialism will rise on the horizon.

27.The processes of uprising in the Middle East, particularly in Tunisia, Egypt, Bahrain and
Yemen that started in the beginning of 2011 represent clear evidence that there is no
country where its people are not willing or able to rise for their rights for many Middle
Eastern and North African countries have begun to feel freedom and democracy since the
beginning of 2011. The Tunisian and Egyptian people have succeeded in attaining a glorious
victory against the so-called figure heads of dictatorships that have been in control for long
decades, and they are today facing democratic elections. Meanwhile the Bahraini people are
still struggling for their rights to have free elections; an elected government; to stop the
abuse, murder, and torture by the regime, which is supported by Saudi and backed by
American imperialism, that, in fact, still have troops occupying Bahraini land. We stand with
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the people of Yemen, who have occupied Yemeni streets demanding the end of repressive
dictatorship of Ali Abdullah Saleh's regime. The Arab Gulf Corporation Counsel intervening
in Yemeni affairs is unacceptable and the only legitimate representatives of the Yemeni
people are the popular revolutionary committees. Even in lIsrael, the most prominent
expression of imperialism in the region, massive popular demonstrations took place against
the government’s policies and demanding social justice. Even in Israel, the most consistent
ally of imperialism in the region, massive popular demonstrations, of unprecedented scale
and with youth leadership, took place against the government’s policies and demanding
social justice. The road for real changes in these countries is still long. It is directly
connected with the strengthening of organized class struggle that will not limit itself in the
ousting of one oppressor, but rather it will aim at the overthrow of capitalist power. The
evolutions in Middle East and Northern Africa, where big popular manifestations broke out,
are also connected with the application of the imperialist plan for the “New Great Middle
East” and with the bourgeois modernization of the capitalist states of the region.

28. Although each process should be viewed separately and cannot be considered “closed”, the

most relevant aspect to have in mind is the subverting and radical power of the masses and
that is precisely what the imperialist media (that had always supported the dictatorship in
those countries as well as in others countries of the Gulf) attempted to erase. There were
many years of resistance and organized struggle of different sectors where the youth had a
decisive role, overcoming the repression and the silencing of the imperialist controlled media
that tried to undermine it. The misguided belief that such a process can be achieved only
through mobile phone messages and social networks activity is an illusion created in order to
discredit the organized and consequent struggle and, in this way, defend the system from
what it fears the most: persistent, organized and militant resistance, work and struggle.

29. We study with particular interest the developments in Latin America, the triumph of political

30.

and social movements of anti-imperialist, popular and democratic character in Ecuador,
Bolivia, Nicaragua, El Salvador and Peru, and the democratic processes in Argentina and
Brazil and we express our solidarity in the peoples struggle in the region. The maintenance
and the political and social achievements of the Bolivarian Process in Venezuela and the
resistance and continuous victories of the Cuban People and the Cuban Revolution, in
particular, were important elements for the support of the struggle of the peoples in the
region.

Every process that develops in each country needs to be taken into cautious consideration
under the given particularities and unique features. Nevertheless, it is significant to mention
that the changes in Latin America altogether demonstrate the possibilities for substantial
improvements in the living conditions of the peoples. In this context we also follow with
attention the development in the regional cooperation in the area, such as consolidation and
expansion of ALBA and the creation of other forms of regional integration such as CELAC
and UNASUR can represent an important step in the political, economic and military
emancipation of Latin America from the United States, which shows the possibilities that

could arise in the occasion that the power passed in the hands of the peoples and the
means of production became their own property, creating the field for international relations
based on justice, mutual cooperation and solidarity.

31. The overthrow of the monarchy system in Nepal represents a significant victory of a people
that had for long been fighting for the establishment of truly democratic order in which the
sovereignty of the country would be in the hands of the people. The efforts for the creation of
a new constitution and progressive government give hope to all the progressive people in
the world that had been standing in solidarity with the struggle of the Nepali people for
decades.

32. The release of Aung Saan Suu Kyi, after two decades of imprisoning by the Burmese military
junta that rules the country, represents another important step in the aspiration of the
Burmese people of for defeating the authoritarian regime and building a democratic country.

33. The continuation of the struggle of the peoples and youth in the countries under military
intervention and occupation represents a strong inspiration for everyday battles in all
countries. The youth of Iraq, Afghanistan, Libya, Palestine and Western Sahara form a sign
that even under the harshest conditions, it is necessary and possible to resist. We rally
alongside those peoples and firmly stand in solidarity, reaffirming that just like other peoples
defeated imperialism and colonialism, so can those who are under the fire now.

34. The continuation of the struggles of the youth at many different levels indicates that it is
worthwhile to keep struggling. The powerful and massive struggles of students for the right
to access education, for peace and for other demands have been an important part of the
youth movement and its growing activity and impact in each country. The incorporation of
more and more young workers in the struggles developed by the workers’ movement has
been an essential part of the strengthening of the struggle against unemployment,
precariousness, absence of working conditions, insufficient wages and other contemporary
demands. Furthermore, the engagement of the youth in other expressions of struggle, alone
or as part of the general movement, for peace, public services, housing, defense of the
environment, right to health, among others, has been growing and represents a positive
development of the last four years.

35. All around the world, particularly in Europe, several so called “spontaneous” movements of
protest have appeared, in many cases, lead and composed essentially by young people.
The attempt made, by forces of the system, to manipulate all those that express
“spontaneously” their rage against the dominant politics is obvious. These movements, that
claim to be “apolitical’, have assumed massive expressions in many countries and, in some
cases, part of the demands of the workers’ movement and of the progressive political
parties. These movements pass through various stages of development and crisis; they
accept different types of influences. In some occasions they express demands that cannot
give a clear alternative and aim to the struggle. Under certain conditions, the working,
popular and youth masses participate in these movements.

36. This effort is part of a general strategy of imperialism and of the dominant classes to entrap

the peoples and the youth in an anti-political party and anti-class trade unionism line, in
order to confuse them, leading them to think that all forces and organizations are the same,
thereby keeping the discontented layers isolated, without aim and orientation, to lead to
confusion and ultimately disenchantment, preventing them from gathering and organizing
along with their allies and successfully marching towards the accomplishment of their goals,
that can only be attained by the overthrow of imperialism and its allies in each country. The
struggle to overcome the unjust capitalist system by revolutionary means keeps being one of
the main objectives of the anti-imperialist youth of the world, through its organization,
awareness and mobilization in the heat of the struggle of the working class as the only
guarantee of the advancement in the transformation of our concrete realities. The anti-
imperialist struggle of the youth, of WFDY and its members is our own only-way. The
replacement of war with peace and the peaceful co-existence of the peoples; of poverty and
misery with wellbeing; of unemployment with the right of work and education for all; all these
demand the replacement of imperialism, of capitalism with another social-economic system
more progressed where the fundamental means of production will be in the hands of the
people and when economy is developed in the scope of the popular needs. Under these
conditions can the causes of unemployment and poverty be alleviated and the popular
needs can be fulfilled. This is the ground on which the peoples can live peacefully, creatively
and utilize for their own interest the produced wealth for the sake of the people. Under
different conditions, the endless cycle of capitalist crises and wars will continue.

Fortify WFDY, strengthen the anti-imperialist struggle, for a world of peace, solidarity and
revolutionary social transformation!
37. The struggle against imperialism demands better and more capable organization at all levels

and the international solidarity and coordination is no exception. In this sense, the
reinforcement of WFDY can be seen as key aspect of our common struggle against
imperialism: only a stronger WFDY will be capable of representing a source of support to the
struggles given in all countries of the world by the youth in order to resist the imperialist
offense and to defeat all forms of oppression.

38. The reinforcement of WFDY demands from all member organizations, without exception, a

deepening of its commitment to the work and needs of the Federation. All organizations,
from the common member that is not elected in any organ to the president-organization,
should respond to the calls for action of WFDY, regardless whether these relate to external
aspects (implementation of campaigns, mobilization for activities, etc.) or internal matters
(mobilization for meetings, payment of membership fees, etc.).

In line with that, in the coming years, we decide to develop efforts to ensure the continuation
of the regular meetings of the leadership bodies of WFDY (CC and GC), as well as to make
these organs more collectively responsible for the decisions making, implementing and
evaluating process. Together with that, the individual responsibility of each organization that
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is part of these bodies is underlined and efforts will be made, from top to bottom, to ensure
that, as much as possible, all organizations are called to assume specific tasks (design a
poster, prepare a statement, establish contacts to organize an activity) to the CC/HQ as part
of their condition of member of the leadership (CC or GC) of the Federation. This process
demands that the CC/HQ pays special attention to the balanced division of tasks, but also
that the remaining members of WFDY leadership continuously enquire the CC/HQ how they
can be more and more useful, so that coordinated and successful action is taken.

To continue strengthening WFDY, it is necessary to keep paying special attention to the
work of the regional commissions of WFDY. To keep the regularity of the meetings in all
regions will continue to be a priority for the coming years, while making an attempt to be
more closely related with developing stronger capability of initiative of each regional
commission. The realization of activities such as conferences, camps, seminars and
campaigns at regional level is encouraged as a way to take advantage of the potential of
WFDY'’s structure combined with the geographical proximity of the members of each given
region, in general terms. The concretization of these guidelines carries with it the need for
better and more efficient coordination between the central work of WFDY (CC/HQ) and each
one of the five regional commissions.

The reinforcement of WFDY needs the continuation of the measures to ensure financial
health, through the continuation of cutting of unnecessary expenses, but mainly through the
increase of its income. The regular payment of the membership fees by each and every
member, together with the imperative increase in the contribution of the organizations that
enjoy better financial health based on the principle “from each one, according to its
possibilities”, are key aspects for WFDY to be able to keep pushing forward its anti-
imperialist action free of any pressure or dependence upon outside bodies. Searching other
sources of income through the potential of the prestige and the number of activities
developed by WFDY member organizations, searching contributions for the International
Fund of the Democratic youth and other forms of cooperation that are in line and within the
principles and priorities of WFDY, are complementary guidelines for action that should be
taken in mind and are further developed in the Financial Report.

Following the “Update Contacts Campaign” that was implemented successfully since the 17"
Assembly, WFDY, through its regional commissions, will give particular attention to
concluding all remaining aspects of this process (in case there are any) and establish a goal
to develop efforts to ensure the increase of the contacts and influence of WFDY, particularly
in the areas where, within each region, the Federation has less contacts (for example:
Eastern Europe, Central Africa, Arabic Gulf, Pacific islands or Caribbean). This should not
be seen as a rush for new affiliates and even the process of affiliation itself should be looked
into to ensure homogenous procedures between regions. However, regardless of the short-,
mid- or long-term affiliation of new organizations, WFDY will develop efforts to be in touch
with more and more organizations that are in line with our principles of struggle against
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imperialism, particularly in those countries where important struggles of the youth are taking
place and we have no member organizations at this time.

Building on the success of the 17" WFYS, all WFDY members, in coordination with the
CC/HQ, should do their very best to ensure the continuation of the Festival’'s Movement,
paying a huge deal of attention to the finding the proper host for the 18" WFYS. As the
recent past has shown, WFDY should not be obsessed with time frames or artificial criteria,
given that the most important is that, whenever and wherever it is, the 18" WFYS represents
a step forward in the rich and glorious tradition of anti-imperialist, broad-based, self-financed
and massive Festivals that WFDY and the youth movement have built over the last six
decades.

44.The 65™ anniversary of the Festival's Movement and, particularly, the 70" anniversary of

WFDY will be important moments for the reaffirmation of the anti-imperialist principles of our
struggle. Celebrations should be done in all countries where WFDY has member
organizations, through the more adequate expressions at all levels, always linking the rich
past of the Movement and WFDY to the struggle for the contemporary needs of the youth.

45. As part of the work of international solidarity, WFDY will continue to develop concrete actions

to spread that solidarity among all peoples of the world, particularly close to those that are
more violently suffering the imperialist oppression. In line with this, besides other initiatives
of other dimension and initiatives on other themes, we aim to make international solidarity
actions on the rights of the youth of Palestine, against the Israeli occupation, for freedom
and right to return of the Palestinian refugees, who are suffering the consequences of their
forcible expulsion from their homeland, and against the Moroccan occupation of Western
Sahara, for the right of self-determination of the Saharawi people and youth. The positive
experience of the event in Cuba in 2009, where political discussion was combined with
practical work of solidarity, should be taken in mind and further developed, following the
success attained then.

46. The revival of the “World Week of Youth” (March 22 — 28), an event that played a major role

47.

during the early decades of WFDY life, is a goal to achieve in the next years, starting in
2012. The “World Week of Youth” consisted of a general international appeal for the youth
organizations to develop, in each country, actions for their rights, mainly relating it to the
problems and threats that they face at national level, but which are inseparable of the
international level and the attacks of imperialism against the youth. The World Week of
Youth would be once again an international and an anti-imperialist answer to the attacks we
live against the rights of the youth.

In the coming years, having in mind the positive experiences of the recent past, WFDY will
develop once again thematic campaigns. Depending on the global conditions of particular
points in time, WFDY should be in the position to organize campaigns accordingly. Given the
present international situation, the rights of young workers, against the destruction of
environment and for the right to public water and the struggle against militarization will be the
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themes developed in these campaigns, which target is to reach as many young people as
possible, mobilizing them for their rights, and deepening the debate among WFDY member
organizations and, therefore, WFDY itself.

48. To give expression to the intense activity of WFDY, we will continue publishing regularly the

bulletin “WFDY News” and, once a year, the magazine “World Youth”. The member
organizations of WFDY will be requested more contributions to the contents and the
publication of these materials. WFDY will continue publishing statements on outstanding
issues of the international situation, with particular focus on the youth related matters. WFDY
shall study forms to take even better advantage of the potentialities of the new technologies,
looking to improve even further the quality and dynamics of its website. Still on the side of
the publications, WFDY will continue to publish posters and other means of propaganda to
promote its main activities and mobilize the youth for the struggle against imperialism.

49. WFDY will develop efforts to enhance the communication and coordination of work with its

international partners, aiming at taking the cooperation to a higher level, where joint
statements, actions and activities can be developed (as happened successfully in
September 2011, with the joint mission to Palestine of WFDY and the World Peace Council),
without it meaning diversion from the main goals of the Federation, the young people, but
attempting to add even more value to what is already a rich and intense activity.

Throughout the coming years, WFDY will continue to develop its relations with the UN and
the UNESCO to take to the international platforms the voice of the youth and denouncing the
hideous crimes of imperialism. The participation in UN and UNESCO Meetings, making use
of the ECOSOC consultative status and of the good operational relations with the Youth
Section of the UNESCO, is an important guideline for our work at institutional level. In the
framework of the Participation Program of the UNESCO, WFDY will continue to preserve its
historical archive and patrimony, taking steps to make its contents a tool for the youth of the
world in the development of the struggles ahead.

Honoring the rich tradition left by the previous generations since 1945, WFDY member
organizations will never quit struggling against all forms of oppression, domination or
discrimination. WFDY will forever stand by the youth in all its fair demands and struggles.
Our banners and slogans are more than just flags in the wind, they represent the aspiration
of millions of young people of all countries, cultural backgrounds and religious opinions of a
world where peace, sovereignty, democracy, social progress and youth rights are reality at
all levels. Despite the powerful enemy we have ahead of us, the imperialist world order,
every day we receive signs that make us more and more optimistic, that the victory will be
ours one day: all throughout the world the people, workers and youth are rising and leaving
behind the feeling nothing can be done to change the world. United, organized and
struggling the peoples are invincible, may we then fortify WFDY and strengthen the anti-
imperialist struggle, for a world of peace, solidarity and revolutionary social transformation!
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Resolution on Democratic Rights and Liberties

The international situation is characterized by a violent imperialist offense against the
peoples and youth, all over the world. The economical crisis of capitalism is being used to
increase the youth and worker’s exploitation and the retreat of peoples’ political and social
rights by the governments in service of capital.

The capitalist system is being expressed by the political and economical dominance of big
capital mainly through the policy of US ,European Union or NATO and also uses powerful
means like (IMF, World Bank, WTO, OECD, G20) subordinating the national governments
to the political, economical and military interests of the great capital’s world domination. On
economical and social ground it's even more obvious the parasite and inhuman character of
imperialism and capitalism. The consumption of goods, raw material and energetic
resources are becoming even more concentrated on capitalist centers, demanding the
access and domination of new markets. The imperialist and capitalist response to its crisis is
increasing the attack to public sector and to the social security systems and the liberalization
of commerce world wide subordinating the workers and peoples to the political, economical
and military interests of the capitalists and their representatives.

Freedom and democratic rights are fundamental rights that assist all the peoples and all
youngsters in the world and exist in a society that dignifies the human being and that goes
towards the social progress. Nowadays youngsters all over the world face themselves with
one of the most violent and aggressive offenses concerning freedom of association and
organization, freedom of thought expression and freedom of reunion and demonstration. To
the dominant class it’s vital that the workers and the peoples don’t organize themselves,
don’t question, don’t oppose, don’t think or discuss, don’t fight and don’t become aware of its
defeats — which are the victories of the workers and the peoples, who are only asked to
accept things as they are presented, accommodated, but furthermore; imperialism wants
youth to be active supporter of its planning.

As the level of the attack against youth and workers’ rights has been raised, in the current
framework of the capitalist crisis, also the repression has increased. It is more and more
frequent the cases where school and universities directors interfere in the processes of
students’ unions and struggles, attempting to disrupt, divert and/or manipulate them. In the
working places, the attacks on freedom and democratic rights has also increased through
the attacks against the trade unions, particularly the class-oriented ones, and one by one
against the most active workers inside each work place. The lack of support to the youth and
popular movements honest and progressive organizations and support provided to the
organizations fulfill the imperialist agenda represents also a serious limitation to the
initiatives of the youth movement.
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In the field of education, it deserves also reference to the presence of private groups in the
leading bodies and boards of schools and universities, even when public institutions, which
represents a direct interference in the legitimate right of the people and particularly the
students and workers to freely decide the destinies of its institution, within a general strategy
of each state for the public education (which is also more and more a rare fact). The so
called “flexible” forms of employment and employment instability through precarity are also a
major obstacle for the workers to organize themselves, always under the threat of dismissal
or “non renewal of contract’. Organizations that attempt to impose that workers with
precarious contracts should organize themselves out of the trade unions — under the excuse
of the existence of a self named “precariat’. This includes some layers of the so called
“spontaneous movements” that in many countries label the trade union movement as “part of
the system.” Nevertheless, actions like the “Occupy Wall Street” movement in North America
show that even the youth in the imperialist centers do not accept the policies of imperialism
of their governments and demand a life with a future.

Such offence to the democratic rights and freedom of the people and, particularly, of the
youth and its organizations has as aims: the narrowing of the juvenile struggle against
imperialism; the limitation of the anti-imperialist youth organizations; the concealing of the
imperialist objectives and consequences, which demands political and ideological means.

These attacks, coordinated both regionally and worldwide, have many dimensions and
characteristics which are, generally, supported on the political level by polices and para-
polices (private security and other non-state forces) that illegalize and limit the organizations,
accusing them of not acting according to the laws of each country or, in more extreme
cases, abducting and murdering people — which is a common practice in Colombia, the
country of the world with the most “disappeared” people in the world. The cases in which
these forces have been responsible for the spreading of violence against demonstrators has
also increased as the imperialist forces need to spread fear for the youth and workers to be
part of the mass movement — the recent examples of Chile, Sri Lanka, Bahrain, Swaziland or
Spain (among many others) are a vivid proof of this.

The occupation is the opposite and the main enemy for democracy and freedom, as is the
case in Palestine. Whereas the Israeli occupation is the major obstacle to the Palestinian
people to achieve freedom and liberty by preventing them from practicing democracy freely.
This comes from the frequent wars that launched by Israel against the Palestinians in
addition to the isolation of the Palestinian towns and villages particularly Jerusalem. All these
actions lead to the violation by Israel to the civil, legal, political, and cultural rights of the
Palestinians.

On the ideological plan this offense is supported on powerful campaigns on the media that

serves the great capital and by the educational systems in centre imperialism countries
through the re-writing of history (by comparing communism and Nazi-fascism; deleting the
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communists’ and socialists countries’ roles, namely the USSR’s on the defeat of Nazi-
fascism, and the fascism all over the world; the role of communists on the fight and defense
of important advances on the foundation of rights accepted today as universal and inherent
to the human condition; etc.) and distortion of the anti-imperialist struggle; occultation of
imperialism consequences; the promotion of the imperialist values; to attempt to
ridicule/occult the progressive values; the silencing of the juvenile struggle; putting emphasis
on the organizations that support imperialism.

The continuation of the attacks to KSM Czech Republic, that through struggle and
international solidarity (in which WFDY played a decisive role) has emerged victorious of the
ban that the Czech government, and the attempt to ban the Communist Party and Youth in
Poland, the repression against Spanish communists through judicial procedures backed by
police set ups against three comrades of CJC and PCPE in Barcelona, where they face
convictions of several years of imprisonment, are all signs of the continuation of anti-
communism in a direct and violent way. At the same time, the attacks to Communist
organizations has continued and deepened in many other countries of all the regions of the
world, where through changes in the laws of funding, functioning or elections, the
Communist organizations have been the target of the dominant class in those countries.

In this context we also resist, not only by the fascist and reactionary forces but also by the
social-democracy, the attempts of this anti-democratic assault by the Europe Council and by
the European Parliament with the objective of stopping the progressive forces to act and
promote freely their ideas. The pretext of the “anti-terrorist struggle”, advertised by the USA,
is used to legitimate the growth of the limitation of the most elementary democratic rights
(which the security measures implementation and the control of the individuals’ identification
are an example of) and several resistance forms.

These attacks and campaigns lead to the activity and struggle limitation of the anti-
imperialists youth organizations but also lead to the clarification before the people of the
contradictions of the capitalist system on the democratic rights and the democracy in every
feature. WFDY and its organizations acknowledge that all these attacks and campaigns that
are primarily aimed at the communist to isolate them and to mislead other democratic and
progressive sectors — potential targets of the same kind of attacks that should be taken not
only as attacks against the anti-imperialists youth organizations but against all youngsters
and democratic and anti-imperialist forces, perpetuated due to the awareness of the
attraction of the emancipating and progressives ideals near the youth, by the dominant
class.

The offense against the democratic freedom has been and should continue to be
denounced, by the democratic and progressive youth forces. This struggle and denunciation
should have as its target the governments and their policies. This struggle demands its
enlargement to other sectors as an essential factor to its intensification, not only as an
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essential form of resistance but also as a way to defend the organizations before the
capitalist advances and offense. The way to defend freedom, rights and warranties is using
them. The daily struggle at school, in the place of work and residence reinforces the general
struggle trough the national wide struggle, turning stronger the youth consciousness,
reinforcing the student and juvenile associative movement and struggles of the juvenile
masses for the transformations of the reality.

14. The solidarity, coordinated and convergent action of the organizations, in which WFDY has
an inseparable and irreplaceable part, serves as an alert in every country, so that similar
advances and attacks should be stopped before happening and also to restrict the capital’s
field of action on these countries and to reinforce the anti-imperialist front. To WFDY, with its
great patrimony of struggle, with its anti-imperialist character, its characteristics and project,
and to its organizations, the anti-imperialist solidarity among and democratic and progressive
youth has a fundamental role in this fight. Only the fight and the reinforcement of the
progressive and anti-imperialist organizations in each country and the anti-imperialist
solidarity can stop the imperialist advances towards the limitation of freedoms and
demaocratic rights, only that way the democratic and progressive youth organizations, all over
the world, may go on to the needed counter-offensive to conquer and re-conquer the rights
and the social transformation, for a freer, more fair and fraternal world.
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Resolution on Education

Education (primary, secondary and higher education) is a basic human right and therefore it
is a categorical duty of the State to encourage and regulate it. Faced with the world crisis of
the capitalist system, it is arrogant to need to strengthen investments in social sectors where
education plays a noteworthy role. Increased budgets for the education public sector are
needed. The neo-liberal advance in recent years has left us colossal losses in the social
areas, in labour and youth rights.

In the world of today still millions of people, particularly children, are denied the right to
access education at all. Despite the huge technological developments and potentialities of
our times, used in weapons and thousands of unnecessary gadgets, imperialism condemns
millions of people all over the world, particularly in Africa and South Asia, to illiteracy. This is
a result of both the gentrification of education, with growing obstacles for those with less
economical and social means, and of wars and occupations promoted by imperialism.

In both secondary and professional/vocational the consequences of the imperialist strategy
are felt. More and more the attendance of these levels of education are dependent on the
socio-economic situation of the students and their families. There is a growing trend of
imposing increasing costs associated to education (food, materials, books, etc.).
Furthermore, only very few students have the possibility to access broad spheres of
knowledge, and the majority of them having access only to very narrow kinds of knowledge
that don’t go much further than technical skills that favor their immediate integration in the
labor market, in whatever way the monopolies dictate to satisfy their needs in order to get
bigger profits.

The Education is a sector of great interest for the monopolies as a big market and as tool of
manipulation of youth and exploitation of the next generation of workers. The main policy of
the monopolies is the selling off of the educational system to private sector and the
commercialization of the public educational sector which conceives education as a product
under the law of the markets and not as a social good. The result of this is an immense loss
of quality and social commitment in higher education institutions. Education is not
merchandise! Students are not customers!

We point out the the massive struggles of the student movements of Chile and England.
Both countries in recent years were in the role of prototypes, defended in the postulates of
bodies such as the OCDE, OMC, the Word Bank, the EU and its backing of the Bologna
Process, as well as the IMF through gats, as examples to be followed in the world in
education matters. We manifest our solidarity with the student struggles of these and all
countries that are struggling. We condemn all forms of repression that have happened or
are going to happen. We unconditionally support their struggle for quality public education
that is free and democratic and that neo-liberalism is immediately trying to deprive us of.
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Only the empowerment of the youth and students can lead us along the road to consistent
transformations with the fervent desires of our peoples.

6. In Europe the Bologna Process constitutes the most reactionary approach to matters related
with higher education to the needs of capital. This process is also applied to many countries
around the world.

7. Organization as a tool for struggle and awareness of students must permit us to move
forward to win more victories and in the defence of public matters in all their spheres.

8. Remembering the historical and valid postulates of the Cordoba Reform of 1918, and valid
right up to the present day, we ratify our will and action in the defence of education that is
public, free, co-governed, lay, quality, autonomous and committed to the essential social
changes that humankind is in need of today.

9. Education is a strategic matter for nations and peoples struggling to emancipate themselves
from the capitalist yoke. As a matter of State, it is a determining factor for the formation of
values and the culture of people. Without their own scientific educational system, solid and
accessible for all, it is practically impossible to propose true social development in a world
scientifically hegemonized by wealthy countries.

10. The lIsraeli occupation is playing a very negative role against the education in Palestine
through the confiscation of the Palestinian students’ right to education. This is being
committed by the lIsraeli occupation through its practices against education like imposing
closures, checkpoints, restrictions on movement and blocking the cities, the schools and the
universities and hindering the Palestinian students to reach their educational places as well
as hindering the transportation of the educational materials among the Palestinian cities
particularly from and to Gaza Strip.

11. The need to compel the enormous contradictions and differences that beset our planet
caused to a large degree by considerably unequal development and the exploitation of
humans by other human beings is unavoidable. We demand education that is democratic,
modern, humanist, flexible, critical and creative for social transformation on all levels.
Education that is involved in the challenge of promoting the improvement of social and
regional inequalities. Education that does battle for the material and cultural progress of our
peoples. Education that promotes the cultural heritage of humanity; that promotes economic
and social development through technological research and innovation. We need education
in our countries to form critical men and women who are committed and enterprising in
several areas of knowledge.

12. The mass of young people today who are kept from access to formal education is growing.
The number of young people, men and women who are illiterate in the world is alarming.
Educational exclusion is therefore more than anything else a matter of social nature.
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13.We firmly believe in the necessary connectivity between all the processes of social

transformation happening in the world. In every case, education plays a fundamental role in
the building of these transformation processes. It is something that, for example, is
happening in the countries of Latin America.

In most countries, education maintains a colonial structure and it functions under neo-liberal
rules, aspiring to merely produce manpower to satisfy its market interests and to indoctrinate
its ideology to preserve its domination. The disjointed form in which the educational system
was formed in most countries is an expression of the persistent absence of national
democratic development projects. The incapacity of the elite groups to formulate a project of
that kind and their own path is a factor responsible for the universities we have today.
Based on archaic and anachronistic structures, that model was built upon a series of
solutions — many times incongruous -- imported from other national and social contexts,
processes that make for an obsolete academic architecture from the social, political and
institutional point of view.

15.We need a new development paradigm where science, technology, innovation are

understood to be part of the structural project to fight against the social inequalities science
has on the popular scene, generating wealth and having human dignity as its goal.

16. The common economical and social problems of Latin American countries can have

solutions through an environment of solidarity, where scientific research and technological
innovation are directed towards cooperative regional development.

Universities need to have a profound reform of their academic structures. Many times rigid,
arbitrary and bureaucratic, they prevent, among other things, the exchange and free
circulation of ideas among students whether they are at their own university or at those in
other countries. Therefore, without prejudice to technical and skill-forming training, the
university must take on a strong commitment with humanistic culture, maintaining strong ties
and relationships with the people, taking on education in a general and inter-disciplinary
manner. That moves on to being a new system of studies, much more participatory.

18. We move towards a direction in which the educational system will serve the rights of the

people. Our struggle goes side by side with the struggle of the working class and other
popular strata for the right of employment and for employment with rights. Education can be
orientated in this way so that science and knowledge will serve society’s needs and not
those of the monopolies.

19. The only way to defend the public, free, quality and democratic education is through the

organized struggle of the students. The students’ movement is an essential part of the
answer to the imperialist intentions of domination of society. Over the last years, the
students’ movement has given important steps forward, being more and more able to resist
the attacks to the right to education. WFDY fully supports the struggle of the students of the
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entire world and encourages all students to struggle even more, reinforcing their unions, and
increasing the level of the response.
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Resolution on Employment

1. The youth of the world can conquer its future only through the struggle of the working class,

for the building of its own society, a society without exploitation. The labor rights of the young
generations are the ones suffering the deepest attacks, through unemployment and
precariousness, this is an offensive targeting mainly the youngsters but the goal of
imperialism is to open the path to crucial step back in the labor rights to all generations.

Even now, the second decade of the 21% century despite the unprecedented achievements
and progress of science, technology and productive ability, the youth fail to have their
elementary rights and most of them are reduced into the jobless.

The capitalist economic crisis is the inevitable product of the contradiction inherent in the
capitalist system itself and the reactionary economic policy. Workers and especially the
young ones are the ones that suffer the most from this deep world-scale economic crisis.
Capitalists want an even cheaper labor force; they want a young generation of workers
deprived of all the rights and achievements that were conquered from older organization of
workers with hard class struggles and under the positive influence of the achievements of
socialism in the Soviet Union and the other socialist countries. The capitalist crisis
accelerates the attack of the capitalists against the workers and the working youth. The only
way out of the crisis for the capitalists is to destroy productive force and first of all the major
productive force: the worker. Young workers are the first victims of this attack: abolition of
the 8-hour working day, millions of young men and women flounder in the irregular economic
relations such as part time jobs and low wage work, in jobs without insurance and health
care, hundreds and hundreds of young workers that get killed and crippled in labor accidents
every year, intensification of persecution by the employers in the working places and of
course a huge increase of the unemployment. As a result of the anarchy and the uneven
development of the capitalist production, as a result of the goal of the capitalist production
which is the capitalist profit and not the needs of the society. At present about 212 million are
jobless in the world and 80 million of them are young men.

Unemployment is a tool created by imperialism, supported by the governments at its service,
to create more exploitation, to low the salaries and to decrease the labor conditions. The
situation of despair the many unemployed youngsters live is an attempt to prevent their
demands and struggle in the working places.

Although the imperialists say that the “globalization” would bring about kind of “opportunity”
and “prosperity”, as a matter of fact in most of the capitalist countries, growth of the economy
slowed down than before, causing the political disorder and socio-economic catastrophe,
thus absolute majority of the mass and the young men are groaning in misery and pain.
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And the “globalization” of the economy helped this crisis enlarge into the worldwide financial
and economic crisis causing the bankruptcy of the large-scale enterprises in a number of
countries

Under this Jungle Law which were created by the “globalization” of the west, job risk and
food and energy shortage doubled over the global economic crisis causing the starvation of
millions of the unemployed and unprecedentedly threatening the existence and development
of the humanity.

Unemployment exerts great influence on the mental activities of the young people and the
unemployment of the young men, the heroes of the future, means to take them away from
the activities for the social development and national construction, thus causing more
serious social problems.

The reality wants the working class movement to demand from every government and party
in the world to direct primary concern to the unemployment of the young men and exert
national efforts.

Struggle for jobs should be the one against the maneuvers of the imperialists.

Defending their rights among the working places, resisting against the withdrawal of rights
and degradation of working conditions, the young workers are defending employment and at
the same time struggling against the increase and generalization of unemployment. By
defending their working places, the young workers are at the same time struggling to
guarantee that their countries are able to produce and have economic viability.

The most effective way for the young workers to be organized and to resist is to join the
class trade unions, which are the more powerful tool at their service, boosting unity among
all workers, and decisively and consequently developing the struggle.

The world wide working class should unite in the struggle against the exploitation.

The imperialist economic crisis in addition to the Israeli occupation policies in the Palestinian
territories has clearly resulted in enlarging the ratio of poverty and unemployment among the
Palestinians. Moreover, these polices has completely hindered any kind of development in
Palestine.

One of the most important tasks for the unity of the world wide working class is to denounce
the antagonism created by the capitalist class between young and old workers, whilst the
consequences of the capitalist crisis are substantial for the youth, there is also the question
of pensions and the replacement of old workers for young workers because the pension at
reasonable age is the humane thing to do and it decreases youth unemployment. It is a
logical way to form the unity of the working class.
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16.In the last 4 years, since the previous General Assembly of WFDY, we have witnessed
positive steps in the international workers’ movement, important battles and struggling of the
working class around the world, with general strikes, demonstrations, manifestations. We
have witness the increased participation of young workers in all of this struggle. The further
steps in the course of rebuilding the WFTU have had an important contribution to this
positive developments. The only solution for the young workers is to promote their
organization and their active participation in the class —oriented trade union movement, their
organization in the workplaces, in the technical and professional schools, in order to struggle
against the capitalist monopolies, against the policy and the forces that serve these
monopolies, to struggle for their contemporary needs.

17. The World Federation Democratic Youth is always in the vanguard of the struggle for the
employment of the young men.

18.Our today’'s task is to let all the member organizations of the WFDY have correct
understanding about the cause and seriousness of the unemployment of the young men and
raise them to the struggle to be owners of the nation and society and to enjoy their free and
stable working rights.

19. WFDY will fulfill its mission and role in the struggle to realize the elementary rights and
demands of the young people with enough and stable jobs for all without ethnic, racial,

regional and sexual distinction.

20. And WFDY also extend whole-hearted support and encouragement to the world working
masses who struggle for the class unity and fine jobs and working conditions.
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Resolution on Environment

Regarding environmental issues and of quality of life, once again the contradictions of
imperialism have been more evident. From the beginning of the capitalist system,
industrialization is connected with the careless misuse of the natural resources of earth. At
the same time, in the name of the so called “development” from the capitalists, nature suffers
from policies which aim to serve the capital interests with negative consequences to the
environment, to human and the human health. Aiming to continue this unfair system and its
place over the dominated peoples, the line of the Environment’s merchandizing is deepened,
particularly on the energetic issues and on the setting of a privatization policy of the
atmosphere and water, transferring costs and responsibilities to the world’s peoples.

I's more obvious that a relation between the human intervention and the global system
exists. The depletion of natural resources at an absolutely disproportioned pace bearing in
mind the world’s population needs, the atmosphere and hydric pollution, the effects of war,
the forest devastation or the intensive agriculture are specific effects of the industrial activity
and factors of the decrease of quality of the general population’s life. Worst is the distribution
of costs and benefits taken by imperialism on which the territories most affected by the
intense exploration of Nature are exactly those occupied by populations most impoverished
and deprived of use of benefits of technological development and industrial production.

Terms such “climate changes” or “global warming” are sufficiently wide to prevent any
acknowledgement of meaning. The big scientific issue is set not on the assessment of the
alterations’ intensity but on the quantification of Man’s impact. As an example, there are
various scientific studies presenting almost antagonistic disparities on whether if there’s
really a global warming tendency, just like the data analysis of the Arctic sea levels shows;
on the other hand, many other data also points to a very meaningful climate variability of the
planet over its history of more than 4,6 billion years with no relation proving dependency
regarding the CO2 concentrations

However the climate changes, regardless the various forecasts and models, imply significant
effects. It matters then to place also the problem of the answer to these and in what way will
they affect the different social classes and the world’s peoples. Doubtless is that the
solutions for the environmental issues may never come from imperialism, by its complete
irrationality and predatory nature, once by its goal of accumulation and maximizing of profit
will always seek the depletion of nature on a pace that overcomes its ability to regenerate,
risking, shortly, the sovereignty and quality of life of the peoples and, to long-term, will risk
the human species survival itself. Or put differently: all what is being produced is in capitalist
hands, the distribution of it is completely out of balance. The problem — unlike what some
ecologists are saying — is not that we are producing too much, but that it is not being
properly distributed and that the products that cannot be sold for a profit are being thrown
away. The only solution for this crisis is a planned economy and just repartition of wealth.
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The capitalists are creating a green merchandise — by greenwashing products or selling
ecological products at very high prices. Those products bring profits, but by doing that, they
can place the responsibility of climate change with the working people and not with the
capitalist class. Because they are the ones who are guilty of this crisis as well, by polluting
and not using their profits to invest in climate friendly innovations.

To disguise the impossibility of solving the environmental issues if not by overcoming
imperialism, the term “sustainable development” has been created on the Brundtland Report
presented in 1987 to the United Nations — consisting on the reduction of the environment to
a container from which the resources are taken till its exhaustion, and a deposit on which the
waste may be limitlessly thrown. This term guides the imperialist powers policies and it is
carried on through the political agendas that follow (such as Agenda 21), these that
represent not more than the sustainability of the accumulation process never harming its
political and environmental stability. The European Union initiative “Business and
Biodiversity” itself (B&B EU Initiative, launched by the Portuguese EU chairmanship) is a
guide limited to make the activity around the nature’s preservation more “merchandisable”
and economically profitable. It is thus proven that, once more, a system having its survival as
first criteria, the overproduction and waste, plundering peoples form their right to the quality
of life and use of natural resources, cannot ever be “sustainable”. The anti-imperialist forces
must oppose its overcoming aiming at development that implies the satisfaction of peoples’
needs, in the diverse spheres of life (political, social, cultural and economic) which, by its
turn, implies a harmonious relation between Man and Nature for only by an exploration
allowing the natural regeneration of systems will it be possible to ensure a fair distribution of
production and wealth within the population, geographical and time space.

No UN conference has set any goal of reduction of greenhouse effects gases, nor has
defined a global effort of reduction with different responsibilities for each country. The
European Emission Trading Scheme (ETS), introduced in 2005, is an example of it, not
reducing greenhouse effect gases and clarifying the virtuosity of regulation by the market
and showing the inefficiencies and perversity of its instruments. On the contrary, the line of
creating a market of carbon has been carried on aiming to become a billionaire machine that
generates fictitious financial assets (like in the speculative stock markets) exposed to the
unforeseen changes of the system that creates them. It is thought that, in short-term, the
carbon stock market may represent a market of over 700 billion dollars. These mechanisms
assume an even more unfair nature once the industrialized countries, those who contributed
more and still contribute to the accumulation of carbon in the atmosphere, now want to
charge the bill to other countries.

It is necessary to have in mind the peoples’ right to developing in developing countries and
to make the most of their own ability of response, strengthen the technological cooperation
incorporating local knowledge in order this does not serve to build new forms of domination,
accentuate the dependency and create a new market for the multinationals.
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9. Also on the energetic area Imperialism deepens its contradictions. For example, it is a
paradox that even when the costs of energy production are lower, their final costs raise. This
essentially happens because Imperialism, using the argument of “environmental
preservation”, raises the price (gaining increasing profits), regardless all devastation it
provokes at the same time all over the world — this, obviously allied to the speculative
pressure controlling all market of fossil fuels. Presently these satisfy 85% of energetic needs
in a world scale (and are officious reason for many wars the Imperialism triggers) and is of
most importance that its use is reduced by means of energetic efficiency and public
alternative energetic developments that do not compromise the food security of populations
— such as in the case of biofuels. However it is important to think that today, such or more
important even than knowing if energy may or may not be obtained from clean and
renewable sources, one must know up to what point does Imperialism appropriates the
energetic production coming from those sources.

10. The degradation of one of the most precious assets of Nature, water, must also be
concerning for the youth anti-imperialist struggles. Of all water available on the planet,
97.2% is salty water, 2.4% is frozen and although less than 0.6% is water on rivers, lakes
and lagoons, the consumption of it grows exponentially due to the world’s population growth.
However, Imperialism doesn’t stop polluting it limitlessly and finds in this increasing lack a
tremendous opportunity of business. Dozens of countries in the whole world lack of water,
namely in Africa and Middle East and this has become a reason for many conflicts and wars.
Even on the so-called developed countries the line of water’'s privatization is spread and
must be fought.

11. The imperialist degradation of natural and social conditions gives a new meaning to the anti-
imperialist struggles: without constantly overcoming the limits of sustainability there is no
accumulation and without this, Imperialism will break: this is the most profound contradiction
of Imperialism which will lead, inexorably, to the destruction of life on Earth. The
irresponsible use of Earth, the indiscriminate use and abuse of Nature, the destruction of
Environment are consequences of this productivity for profit ethics, the imposition of the
market imperatives.

12. The Imperialist Israeli polices in the Occupied Palestinian territories has also affected the
environment in Palestine. The full control over the Palestinian water resources by Israel, the
buried of the Israeli chemicals waste in the Palestinian lands, scorched-land policy, the
building of the separation wall in the West Bank, uproot of trees and the use of
internationally prohibited weapons in addition to the continuous military actions against Gaza
has resulted in almost the full destruction of the environment in Palestine

13. A rupture with the present development paradigm which sacrifices natural resources and the
strength of human work to the growing accumulation of profit and wealth produced is
necessary. It is important to protect natural resources and their democratic use. The welfare
of all peoples of the World will only be possible in a clean and healthy environment in which
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all have the necessary material conditions to a stable life, with healthy food, free of evitable
diseases, a world in which all have access to clean and drinking water, in which all can enjoy
clean air, in which all can enjoy energy for warming or cooling.
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Resolution on Gender Inequality

The World Federation of Democratic Youth always upholds the equal rights and dignity of
young women and men in all aspects of society and opposes all forms of oppression. We
strongly believe that the feudalistic structures, the neoliberal manifestation of capitalist
exploitation, the imperialist order of global hegemony, the remnants of colonialism, and
religious-cultural backlashes are the fundamentals for gender biasness and exploitation.

In order to be successful in our struggle for the equality of man and women, we need to
prioritize the main cause of the problem. This is no other but the double exploitation of
women in capitalism and imperialist system is prone to both class and gender exploitation.

In the context of the economic crisis, women around the world (not least in the imperialist
states which pretend to champion women’s rights) are in a protracted and now harder
struggle against these oppressions and for labour, civil and democratic rights. Young
working class women everywhere are fighting for employment, pay equity, equal hiring
practices and job security and safety, access to so-called “non-traditional” work, and
liberation from the double-burden of domestic work/care-giving and exploitation in the
workforce.

WFDY strongly opposes all kinds of social and cultural discrimination and absurd practices
against young women. In many not only in the least developing countries women are
regarded as house wives and oppressed due to feudalist and patriarchic values. Such bias
against girls sometimes starts right away from the womb of the mother, as some are aborted
due to sex selective pregnancy termination. It further continues as young girls are deprived
of going to school. There is also high rate of drop-outs in education if we compared it to
boys, even in the countries in which statistically the realities are opposite, the inequalities are
not overcome. Young girls are most vulnerable victims of violence due to social backlashes
such as ‘Dowry System’— The fate of females born in such societies is a lottery depending
on the wallet of their future bridegrooms. At the same time, many societies have created a
divine privilege of males for divorce. The system of polygamy and child marriage, female
genital mutilation etc. are the manifestation of imposing the single will of man, which means
regarding women as inferior objects. For instance: the young girls offered as ‘child
goddesses’ in the temple in the system of Deuki and Kumari (Nepal) are not entitled to get
marriage once retired from stage of puberty.

The violence against women is a serious concern of today. There are reports that more
women died due to violence than the people who died due to genocide in 20" century. They
were victimized in the form of domestic violence, sexual violence and different situation of
conflicts. Due to the infanticide of girl children, violence against girls and women and
selection of boys has created the phenomenon of missing girl's worldwide. The record
shows that it has crossed 100 million only in Asia. Similarly, the empirical evidence shows
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that many women who joined revolutionary guerilla forces did this because of social hatred,
social injustice (especially gender-related ones) and poverty.

Austerity in and underestimating of the social sector has as consequence that working
women with children are put for a decision: half-time or not working to be able to raise their
children because lack of childcare support. This is a problem that is raising, for the capitalist
system forces families to become two-income families. In this way, capitalism is restricting
the lives and the personal and economical development of many women by forcing them to
choose between their career and their families, so that they become even further
disadvantaged in the capitalist role pattern

According to one estimate the overwhelming majority of today’s refugees around the world
are women.

The ‘gendered poverty’ is also apparently the result of biasness of reckless capitalist
exploitation. The global overall male female wage gap is around 40 percent. Women are less
preferred in labor market and they are deprived of high grade jobs. Even they get a high
grade job and they performed the same job as men, they are earning less money than men,
just because they are women. This creation of deficit demand of labor for young women has
finally forced them to work in low paying for low-grade jobs with unfavorable terms and
conditions. Capitalists will employ young girls only if they waive reproduction rights. Women
do not have rights of ownership of household assets especially in the third world. In many
countries women have not yet won reproductive rights and women’s right to control their own
bodies, and everywhere there is a renewed attack by reactionary forces, including access to
contraception for women and girls. For example, in the United States there is a broad state-
by-state assault on access to abortion and contraception for young women. However, the
micro credit system and other empirical evidence shows those women are more liable for
investments, debt paying and running enterprises. Similarly, the leadership of women has
proved very successful in nature conservation and to fight against social odds. In such a
ground, WFDY strongly believes that the young women should be given the fair opportunity
to lead the process of social transformation and development.

Young mothers and young care-givers do not have adequate support. Young families face
many social-economic pressures. Single mothers and particularly teen mothers also
experience negative social stigmatization and sharply inadequate social services.
Organizations that support women, especially those run by women, face a difficult political
climate including underfunding, the absence of funding, and repression. Feminist voices that
confront imperialism and advocate for the rights of women and the working masses are
increasingly silenced.

The UN 2011 reports show the Gender Inequality Index by region such as Sub Saharan and
South Asia following by Middle East is in a pitiful state. The maternal mortality in Sub
Saharan region is horrific as it is almost double that of South Asia and almost four times that
of the Arab States and 20 times more than Europe and Central America. There is also a
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similar trend in terms of adolescent fertility rates. In times of the anti-communist witch-hunt
unfolding in former socialist countries, gender-based indexes as maternal death, child birth
and others suggest that the achievements of former socialist states have not been achieved
even after the so-called two decades of democratic transition. In this respect, still-existent
socialist countries such as Cuba show a better performance coping with the problems
mentioned above due to a progressive policy. These facts suggest that those situations are
strongly correlated with the policy of governments to invest in health and social security
although they suffer a severe lack of resources within the imperialist world order. Similarly,
HIV/AIDS have become pandemic in many countries and young women are the most
vulnerable. Fewer efforts have been made for preventive ideas and awareness for health in
Sub-Saharan region and South Asia. Furthermore, there is limited access to and information
about contraception. Treatment and cure is unaffordable for marginalized and poor women.

Girl trafficking is becoming a lucrative underground business worth of billions of USD.
Poverty is the main cause why young girls are destined to an unknown future in an unknown
place. The majority of cases of girl trafficking are deceitful and forceful. The roots of
trafficking go back to imperialist aggression and colonialism when aggressors needed
“‘comfort” girls from ethnic minority and nationalities of subversion. The reckless values of
capitalism— everything for money— and all out creation of inequality and lack of job and
work— have forced young women to involve in prostitution. The prostitution cannot be
alternative of unemployment rather is a social odd and a form of slavery that must be
abolished.

The right of young women to determine their fate, independence and sexuality is as
fundamental as that of men.

13. Adequate proportional involvement of (young) women in all decision-making bodies all over

the world is a key to minimize gender disparity and for improving social development in other
social sectors. Female representation in parliaments and decision-making bodies are two of
many factors which are useful in order to measure women's empowerment. Furthermore,
women can only achieve their goals for real, lasting world-wide equality only if they connect
their struggle with the class struggle in general. The history of humanity clearly shows us
that gender problems notably decreased when men and women fought side by side against
imperialist assaults on their rights.

The struggles of all young women and the progressive and democratic women’s movement
are inseparable from the struggles of the youth for social transformation. The anti-imperialist
youth forces must draw the link between the inequalities of young women on the basis that
an injury to one is an injury to all. Any inequality, oppression or discrimination against
women is also an attack on young men. For example, as long as young women’s wages are
lower, young men’s wage rates will never be secure.

In conclusion, the struggle of progressive young people can be the only the way out against
all the root causes of the current gender inequality imposed by today’s capitalist-imperialist
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order and feudalist-cultural backlashes in search of more progressive, left and socialist
oriented policies.
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Resolution on the right for peace against the imperialist alliances and
organizations

Over the past four years we have become witnesses of an intensification of the aggressive
activities of international imperialist organizations (such as the NATO, EU etc.) throughout
the world. The imperialist interventions across the world are growing stronger, war hotspots
are being enlivened and conflicts are erupting on both local and regional level.

The recent imperialist intervention in Libya by US and NATO forces, the continuing
outbreaks of conflict in Africa (Eritrea - Ethiopia, Sudan, Western Africa), the explosive
situation in the Middle East and the Gulf region, where with the pretext of combating
terrorism, European and US imperialists continue their occupation, the constant threats
towards Iran and Syria, the formation of the US fleet around Latin America, are all examples
of the intensification of imperialist aggression.

At the same time the aggression of Israel against the Palestinian people, Lebanon and Egypt
is being reinforced, Turkey’s threats against Cyprus are strengthened, the relations between
Turkey and Israel are tensed; there is an existing plan of an imperialist intervention in Syria
which, except for the destabilization and overthrow the government, also aims to shape the
conditions for an attack of Iran, using its nuclear program as pretext. The region of the
Eastern Mediterranean, the Middle East and North Africa is of great strategic importance
because it has huge reserves of oil and natural gas and because it contains significant
energy routes and key marine channels.

This area is already being exploited by large, monopoly economic groups and powerful
regional imperialist states which are currently in competition for the control and exploitation
of its energy wealth, the race between the U.S., France, Great Britain, Germany, Turkey and
Israel, Russia and China, which in recent years have infiltrated in the region through diverse
business activities, is continuously reinforced.

At the same time we have seen changes in the structure of imperialist alliances and in their
collaborations. The new strategic doctrine of "NATO 2020" decided by the imperialists during
the Lisbon Summit last year, incorporates all changes made to the structure of the
organization in recent years (12 new Member States, using of the "Partnership for Peace" for
a significant expansion of NATO), it changes the position NATO had so far in relation to
competitive forces such as Russia and India by signing agreements with them. It enhances
the cooperation with the EU, revealing the character of the latter as an imperialist union for
the establishment and training of armed forces, which act against "extremism" on the inside
and outside of the borders (Euro force, FRONTEX), aiming first and foremost on all of those
who fight to defend the rights of the peoples and the youth against imperialism. The
anticommunist measures and resolutions are being reinforced.
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Furthermore, in response to the situation in Africa, we saw the promotion of the creation of
AFRICOM (US African Command), an organ of the US and E.U. imperialism in Africa, which
has as main goal the exploitation of the rich wealth of this continent, but also the prevention
of the penetration in Africa of other emerging powers, such as China.

This situation strikes the right of the people and the youth for peace, it exposes the peoples
to risks, to the greatest danger of all - to the shedding of their blood for the interests of the
imperialists.

This situation takes place in conditions of a deep, synchronized capitalist crisis of
accumulation of capital which seeks high profit routes. It is characterized by the
intensification of inter-imperialist contradictions over the control of productive resources and
energy routes which are intensified in the conditions of a capitalist crisis, and can lead to
generalized conflicts as a continuation of the imperialist wars launched in the recent past by
US-NATO- EU against Yugoslavia, Afghanistan, Iraq and Libya.

It seems that the international economic crisis of capitalism is followed by the intensity of
imperialist aggression, the increase of rivalry among imperialist associations, and the
possibility of war. It is not something unreasonable. Besides, the crisis of capitalism on an
international level is expressed as loss of power by some states on one hand and as a
potential advancement to higher positions in the imperialist pyramid on the other. These
changed correlations are expressed on an international level, namely in the pyramid
structure of imperialist associations, with the creation of new ones. A number of countries,
which in the conditions of the crisis have positive opportunities to strengthen their capital,
such as China, India and Russia, are creating their own associations (BRIC), to better
confront the U.S., the EU, Japan and their international associations. The recent statement
by the Prime Minister of Russia, Putin on the creation of a Eurasian Union, was of similar
importance.

Is there any hope for the peoples in these difficult circumstances?

There is. However, first and foremost the peoples must reject the views on the so-called
npeacef ul gl obeanlthe §demoponanatenati on of and the
Anew gl obal whichcshppdseslly tan beeachieved through the modernization of
European Union or other international organizations, as unacceptable, damaging and

dangerous. This is a delusion, which has no relation to reality.

These proposals, as well as others such as the enlargement of the UN Security Council with
other countries and the increasing of the global role of the EU or even the role of Russia and
China in the field of international affairs, can not put the global developments on the right
track because they ignore the fact that the concept of imperialism is not exclusively identified
with certain imperialist countries or alliances such as the U.S. or the EU. These proposals
can not put an end to the imperialist contradictions, which are accentuated for raw materials,
energy, road transport, the battle for market shares. In reality these proposals only form new
correlations of forces, which are formed by capitalist and imperialist barbarity, and are made
to deceive the workers.
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13. The monopoly competition is leading to local or generalized military interventions and wars.

This competition is conducted by all means available to the bourgeoisie power in each
country. This is reflected in the intergovernmental agreements, which are constantly
challenged, because of uneven -capitalist development. The international imperialist
organizations - regardless of the forces and countries that dominate or play a leading role in
them - are the international alliances of the ruling classes of the capitalist states.

For this reason, the outlet for the peoples can not be found today through the calls for
respect of the international law and the democratization of the UN. The UN has been in the
service of imperialist plans for years and especially after the counterrevolutionary upheavals
in the Soviet Union and the other socialist countries. The International law, which reflects the
international correlation of forces which has become very negative for the peoples, is being
used for the support of imperialist aggression. This will not suddenly change even if some
say that the solution lies in the multi-polar world of emerging imperialist powers that
supposedly will lead to respect for international norms and principles.

The youth and the peoples of the world must have no delusions about who is in the target of
the old and new imperialist forces. The imperialists have only one thought, especially in the
period of crisis which destroys a huge number of capitals: to secure a bigger piece of the
global profit-pie for their own monopolies. Faced with this "sacred duty" nothing else exists.
Alliances will be created and dissolved; sometimes they will select warfare and sometimes
peace and on other occasions a peaceful and diplomatic approach. Anyway, the one does
not exclude the other. Depending on the circumstances, the imperialists will act all together
(through their associations, the UN) or individually.

The way of the peoples’ is the one of stable anti-imperialist struggle with mass
characteristics, their common front against imperialism and all its compounds, regardless of
their name, or force which leads them. Consistent anti-imperialist struggle today does not
only mean intensification of our activities against unjust imperialist wars, the occupations and
interventions by imperialists. Above all it means effective response against all those
ideologies which put the peoples and the youth of the world in front of the dilemma that asks:
which imperialist should | join and support?

The peoples and the youth must struggle, first and foremost for the disengagement of their
countries from the imperialist plans. For the returning of all forces involved in imperialist
wars, the occupation of other countries, the withdrawal of imperialist troops from abroad.

This goal must be accompanied by the struggle in national and regional - international level
for the weakening and dismantling of imperialist associations, such as NATO and the EU.
The peaceful future of the peoples, the cooperation between them lies outside of these
alliances. We must demand the dissolving of the aggressive international organizations of
imperialism; support the right of every people to freely choose the social and economic
system which they want to live in.

19. We must raise a wave of support to all those peoples who are in the target of imperialism

(socialist Cuba, Iran, and DPR Korea); we must condemn and demand the removal of all
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forms of sanctions and blockades imposed by the imperialists against them; Demand a
solution to the Cyprus problem and the Palestinian problem for the benefit of their peoples all
WFDY member organization are called upon to cooperate and to put pressure on their
governments to pressure Israel to stop its aggression and its war against the Palestinian
people and to support Palestine in its struggle against Israel and against imperialism.

20. We strongly condemn the formation of military agreements between imperialist countries like
USA with geostrategic important countries. Recently signed military agreements (ACSA) of
USA with Sri Lanka and many other countries, as well as military pacts signed by US with
number of African countries not only serves as an imperialist military blocks but also serves
as de facto military bases for imperialists. We demand to immediate abolition of imperialist
military agreements with other sovereign countries without further delay

21. WFDY condemns the unjust imperialist wars knowing that war is the continuation of politics
by other violent means. Wars are inevitable as long as the society is divided into classes, as
long as there is exploitation of man by man. The replacement of war with peace in the
interest of the people can not be achieved without the replacement of capitalism, because
imperialist peace is preparing new imperialist wars. WFDY will keep up fighting against all
the imperialist organizations, associations and alliances with even more intensification.

22. The anti-imperialist struggle of the youth, of WFDY and its members is our own only-way.
The replacement of war with peace and the peaceful co-existence of the peoples; of poverty
and misery with wellbeing; of unemployment with the right of work and education for all ; all
these demand the replacement of imperialism, of capitalism with another social-economic
system more progressed where the fundamental means of production will be in the hands of
the people and when economy is developed in the scope of the popular needs. Under these
conditions can the causes of unemployment and poverty be alleviated and the popular
needs can be fulfilled. This is the ground on which the peoples can live peacefully, creatively
and utilize for their own interest the produced wealth for the sake of the people. Under
different conditions, the endless cycle of capitalist crises and wars will continue.
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Resolution on Occupation, imperialist dependence and domination

. As we seek to fortify the World Federation of Democratic Youth in the 21* Century, a lot has
taken place only in the last ten years within the world with regards to imperialist occupation,
dependence and domination as the hegemony and rivalry has been marketed as a way of
changing the world order and re-establishing international relationships.

The imperialist dominance has been exacerbated by the war waged against the innocent
people in Iraq and Afghanistan, which has seen the death of countless civilians. NATO has
been in the forefront of these brutal attacks by imperialist in their quest to plunder the
resources of these countries. Under the pretext of protecting innocent people the United
Nations Security Council then contracted the same NATO to wage a brutal war on the
Libyan people as a means of hijacking the Arabic people driven revolutions.

This expansionist foreign policy doctrine, militarist policy including the purchase of new
fighter bombers and massive navy did not only rob the supply countries of their money but it
is an indirect way of corruptly using tax payers money by mostly the criminal regimes of the
USA, Britain, France and some of their allies.

. With highly inflated figures on the positive developments in these occupied countries,
mainstream media has been used to peddle outright lies on the so called “assistance”
generously given to the puppets through toppling of their governments.

Clear lifetime domination from the USA and its allies is the imposition of unwarranted
embargoes, sanctions and all forms of nefarious measures against the sovereignty people in
many countries across the world. This has seen the defiance by the USA continued
blockade on the people of Cuba. Sanctions under the pretext of democratization of some
nations have been illegally slapped on the people of Zimbabwe. In Eritrea, unjust sanctions
have been imposed on its people in a weak attempt to make them submissive to imperialist
forces and hide the vast violation of the human rights that have been committed by them on
the Somali people. Peace may never prevail in the Horn of Africa if imperialist forces
continue to meddle under unjust disguises. Moreover, it is of pivotal importance that the
international community plays a serious role in pressuring Ethiopia to abide by the Algiers
Peace Agreement signed in 2000 by implementing on the final and binding ruling of the
Eritrea-Ethiopia Boundary Commission.

Through fighting US imperialism, the peoples and governments in Latin America have been

vilified, as the issue of dominance takes center stage in order to undermine the
democratically elected governments and the struggle of the peoples’ movements.
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The claim that NATO has, or had, legality under international law is completely bankrupt and,
most importantly, its imperialist talons have now reached well beyond the “North Atlantic.”
This is shown with NATO’s decade-long imperialist war and occupation in Afghanistan which
has expanded to Pakistan

Imperialism in North America seeks “deep integration” of the Canadian and United States
militaries with further “interoperability” of Canadian military units within US army. While the
economic crisis has put agreements like the Security and Prosperity Partnership on hold,
NORAD and other agreements remain.

Coup d’etat has also shown its ugly face in this century with Cote De Voire being the recent
victim through the French alliance which has a high record of military bases in West Africa.
AFROCOM and the International Criminal court should also be continuously denounced
since they are internationally unrecognized tools used by the imperialists as a springboard to
further their plundering agendas.

The IMF and the World Bank has also been quoted in a number of ways of funding the
barbaric acts of the continued dominance of the West instead of these organizations to be
used to help out those who are suffering in the prisons of Saudi Arabia, to give even a
helping hand to the suffering masses in the Horn of Africa and those in Sub Saharan Africa.

The EU and the G20 try to load the capitalist crisis on the peoples’ shoulders, which has
seen a number of daylight anger and demonstrations against these policies and the system
of exploitation in many countries.

Domination of US imperialism has gone to greater heights with the people of the world being
divided according to tribes, religion and regionalism. Religious sectarianism has been the
order of the day in Iraq. Divide and rule is the policy being used and a number of examples
can be drawn into the picture by the British rule, which turned Hindus against Muslims in
India, Catholics against Protestants in northern Ireland, and Turkish against Greeks in
Cyprus.

Imperialist forces have brought trouble to the peoples of the Middle East by giving backing to
the process of ethnic cleansing in Palestine, which took a massive scale in the 1948 Nakba
(‘catastrophe’), and continues, in different forms, ever since. The Zionist colonization of
Palestine, which began decades before the formation of the State of Israel, and came at the
expense of the Arab-Palestinian people, could not have gained foothold if it wasn't for the aid
of Imperialism. Since 1967, Israel has criminally occupied the Palestinian West Bank, Gaza
Strip and East Jerusalem, and the Syrian Golan Heights. It has also occupied the Lebanese
Shabaa Farms. Its expansionist and aggressive policies, which led to massacres and wars,
has caused a bloody distrust between the Israeli and Arabic peoples. The current
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advancements for the recognition of Palestine as an independent state has clearly exposed
the double standards of the USA in the Middle East.

Still in the Arab region, the continued murmuring and the tight mouthed gestures being
shown by the USA and its close ally of the Kingdom of Morocco to fail to recognize the
Arabic Democratic Republic of Sahara as a sovereign state is another example of the
countless crimes being committed by the United States of America and its puppet
governments spread all over the world.

Imperialism even reaches out into sparsely habited and un-inhabited areas for the purposes
of war and domination. This includes the Canadian and US militarization of the Arctic, but
also the issue of the Antarctic, and even the militarization of outer space. Respecting the
self-determination of the Arctic indigenous peoples and its ecology and the sovereignty of all
northern countries, these regions should be the common inheritance of the peoples’ of the
world and science for peace.

These are historical examples and as we get into the next Chapter of the Federation we
must continuously have a clear and guided position against all these forms of imperialism.
No matter how you apply lipstick on a frog it will not change. No matter how we may count
the so called good traits on those who continue to cause problems to the world, imperialists
will not change and in recent years we have witnessed that imperialism has taken a new
face where they are in a position to invade a country and butcher the citizens without any
tangible voice to oppose outright such devilish acts.

The days for imperialism to extend its wings all over the world are being numbered as the
youth and people of the world are gradually becoming tired on the double standards of the
Western imperialism as they seek to have a social change in their lives and live sustainably
in harmony with their natural resources.

18. As WFDY we will in the upcoming years concertize the youth and people of the world to

demand the urgent disbandment of NATO and denouncing all forms of dominance,
occupation and imperialist dependence. The youth of the World with their trust and
confidence we will fortify WFDY, strengthen the struggle against imperialism, for peace,
solidarity and revolutionary social transformation!”
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Resolution on Racism, Racial Discrimination and Xenophobia

Racism is the discrimination of one or more groups by another, because of ethnic reasons. It is
used structurally by the ruling classes to segregate the people by distracting them from the real
source of social injustice: imperialism.

The number of recent and ongoing conflicts around the world reveals that racism, racial
discrimination and xenophobia are among the root causes of conflict and are very often also
among its consequences, and in this regard we recall that non-discrimination is a fundamental
principle.

If the capitalist societies, or individual countries, are shaken too much by a general crisis, they
refer to the most racist act of domination by installing a fascist regime, which is generally using
racist segregation for a total control of their own population. The militarization and total denial of
democratic rights, coming with this way of ruling, weaken our power to struggle for a world
without exploitation. But also in today common so called democratic imperialism, racism is used
to justify war. To the people of the aggressive imperialist countries, islamophobia has been
inclined in a new fashion to legitimate war, occupation and restrictive measures. This weakens
the anti-imperialist struggles worldwide and our solidarity in the struggles to bring the imperialist
forces to stop these interventions.

Capitalism today depends on racism, overt and subdued, on a mass international scale more
than ever before. Imperialist aggression and expansion requires divisions among working
people worldwide to block us from unifying around our common interests. They blame
immigrants for “stealing” jobs from the native born. They degrade racial and national minorities
to worse conditions than their counterparts — all as a way of blinding working people from
recognizing their common enemy. The immigrant communities are used as scapegoats to many
of the problems in which these live in and the capital, eventually, allows its repressive capacity,
as well as it ends increasing the number of workers without rights.

Young people are severely impacted by racist and xenophobic propaganda, with racially and
nationally oppressed young people experiencing the sharpest attacks on our basic rights and
livelihoods. By relegating these youth to substandard schools, housing and healthcare,
capitalism attempts to stratify our generation into a complex, inter-competing sector.
Transnational companies set up mass production in poor regions with overwhelming majorities
of Black, Brown and Asian peoples. Racially and nationally oppressed peoples, women and
youth in particular, are used to drive wages and working condition down for working people
worldwide—instigating racial conflict that distracts us from anti-imperialist aims.

The discriminatory treatment of foreigners and migrant workers established or practiced in
certain countries, concerning granting visas, work permits, conditions of family members,

housing and access to justice, based on race, color, descent or national or ethnic origin, are
human rights violations which seriously contradict the Universal Declaration of Human Rights,
the International Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Racial Discrimination and the
International Convention on the Protection of the Rights of All Migrant Workers and Members of
Their Families. Especially young people are brought to fight amongst their kind instead of uniting
in the struggles for their rights to employment, peace, education and social justice. Despite the
efforts of the international community, the principal objectives of the two Decades for Action to
Combat Racism and Racial Discrimination have not been attained and that millions of human
beings continue to this day to be victims of varied, evolving and sophisticated contemporary
forms of racism and racial discrimination, in particular nationals of different origins, migrant
workers, asylum-seekers, refugees and foreigners.

In fact, without the necessary political will to recognize and assume responsibility for historical
injustices and their contemporary forms and repercussions, programs of action against racism,
racial discrimination, xenophobia and related intolerance, as well as the anti racist slogans and
measures taken globally in world conferences against racism and at the regional and national
levels, will not change deeply ingrained prejudices or reach the noble goal of a genuine human
family based on equal dignity and equal opportunities.

Beyond the material progress of racism is the disturbing fact that contemporary forms and
manifestations of racism are striving to regain political, moral and even legal recognition in many
ways, including through legislative prescriptions such as those relating to the freedom of
expression, the platforms of some political parties and organizations and States, and the
dissemination through modern communication technologies of ideas based on racial superiority.
Also that the stigmatization of people of different origins by acts or omissions of some public
authorities, institutions, the media, political parties or national or local organizations is not only
an act of racial discrimination but also an incitement to the recurrence of such acts, thereby
resulting in the creation of a vicious circle which reinforces racist attitudes and prejudices; such
acts should be declared offences and crimes punishable by law.

But we are not fooled. We know that the only way to improve conditions for working people
internationally is by putting a floor beneath poverty and underdevelopment around the world —
raising the global standard of living over all. Therefore, we resolve the following:

10) We re-confirm our commitment to the fight against racism, racial discrimination, xenophobia,

anti-semitism and other forms of oppression in all its many manifestations.

11) We reject the identification of Muslims and/or Arabs as terrorists, in particular for the sake of

building support for war, occupation and suppression.

12) We embrace the diversity and unity of young people across racial and national differences in the

name of promoting our common interests as workers and against imperialism.
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13) We support self-determination of all peoples in how they choose to personally and politically
express their culture and heritage.

14) We support national sovereignty, but oppose false patriotism and efforts to divide youth and
working people in general along national and racial lines, especially when done to boost profits

and further expand imperialism.

15) We oppose ethnic cleansing and genocide, most recently in Eastern Europe and the Sudan.
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Resolution on International Solidarity

In a world in which imperialist forces have carried on for many years an aggressive and
ruthless offensive aimed at strengthening their power, with the support of international
organizations such as the European Union, the NATO, the World Bank, the International
Monetary Fund, the World Trade Organization, and the media subordinated to the economic,
political and military interests of imperialist powers, the World Federation of Democratic
Youth ratify their solidarity towards:

. All young people in the world struggling against imperialism and its faltering capitalist
system, together with all those who wish for a world of absolute peace and dignity for the
inhabitants of our planet.

The struggle of peoples and youths against military aggressions and imperialist foreign
intervention like the ones that have taken place in Iraq, Afghanistan, and Syria, supported by
the United Nations in contradiction with the international principle of preserving peace as
enshrined in the Human Rights’ of the UN.

The Libyan people who suffered the NATO imperialist military intervention. The Libyans are
themselves the only ones who can decide their own fate, without the intervention of NATO
or any other foreign power, in exercise of their inalienable right to independence and self-
determination, sovereignty over their natural resources and territorial integrity.

The Palestinian people in their struggle against the Zionist usurpation of their territories and
their struggle to end the Israeli occupation, with the legitimate right to be recognized as a
free and independent state within the boundaries existing before 1967 and with East
Jerusalem as its capital, and as a full member state of United Nations. WFDY expresses
also its solidarity with the Palestinian political prisoners in the Israeli jails and the Palestinian
people in their daily struggle against the Israeli Occupation's aggression, polices, and
consequences of settlements, land confiscation, siege, and home demolitions. WFDY
reaffirms its solidarity with the Palestinian refugees and their legitimate right to return back to
their home land, according to the UN resolutions, as well as with the Palestinians Arab that
are living in Israel and facing all kinds of social injustice and discrimination by the Israeli
government. We demand the immediate release of the Palestinian political prisoners
Marwan Barghouti, Ahmad Saadat and also of llich Ramirez (Venezuelan revolutionary,
partisan of the Palestinian cause, who was abducted in 1994 by French imperialism and
since then suffers the systematic violation of his fundamental human rights).

The Syrian people struggling to restore the integrity of their homeland, following the Israeli
occupation of the Syrian Golan Heights, and facing a ferocious campaign “based on the
new change of regime operations model”, led by the military doctrines of the United States
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and NATO, and which can be applied in other countries not yielding to the interests of
Washington. WFDY condemns the brutal global and American imperialist attack against
Syria which aims to carry out the imperialist hegemony over it, breaking its steadfastness
and stealing its resources. WFDY condemns strongly the terrorist and criminal actions by
terrorist groups that are supported by world imperialism and regressive forces. WFDY rejects
strongly the imperialist interventions in Syrian internal affairs and condemns the US and EU
sanctions that were imposed against Syria. WFDY also emphasizes its solidarity with Syrian
youth and people in their struggle for liberating their Syrian AL-Golan that is occupied by
Zionist Israel.

The people and youth of Western Sahara, who have been victims of the European and
Moroccan colonialism for more than a century and continue their struggle for the
establishment of a free and independent State with the right to a peaceful and just
settlement of this conflict. We support the self-determination of the Saharan people. We
condemn the human rights violation in the occupied territories by Morocco. We condemn
the unjust exploitation of human resources in West Sahara. Dismantle the wall of shame that
divides the Sahara in 2 parts.

The people of Eritrea, having already been unjustly sanctioned two years ago (23 December
2009) by the UN Security Council, are currently being threatened by more sanctions that
target the very livelihoods and the development of their country. WFDY expresses its
solidarity with their struggle for self-reliance and social justice, and condemn the false
allegations being spread about their country that say they support terrorists in Somalia. We
believe that such attempts being conducted by imperialists powers do not aim to bringing
peace in the Horn of Africa, but instead tries to instill conflict. Instead of trying to use the
Eritrean people as a scapegoat for all of the grave mistakes made in Somalia, it is better that
all progressive forces work towards the realization of a functioning government in Somalia.
African solutions must come from the African people in each country.

The people of Iran, who are being subjected to a military threat by Israel and US Imperialism,
and who might fall victim to a new provocative war of aggression, which is against the
interests of all the peoples of the region; At the same time, we reaffirm our deepest solidarity
with the youth and people of Iran, in their just struggle for social justice and democratic
rights.

We stand in solidarity with people of Cyprus, in their just struggle for the reunification of the
island and the end of the Turkish occupation, through a bi-communal, bi-zonal federation.

The call upon all international organizations to respond to the serious humanitarian situation
in the countries of the so-called Horn of Africa, which are struck by famine, epidemics and
diseases as a result of internal conflicts that have been used opportunistically by imperial
powers to plunder the natural resources of this region.
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The resistance of African peoples against the presence of imperialist military forces on their
soil, which play a harmful role as it serves to stirring up the continent’s internal conflicts, and
promoting the interests of imperialism, like they do with the establishment of AFRICOM.

The DPR Korean youth in their struggle for the independent peaceful reunification of Korean
Peninsula under the banner of June 15 North-South Joint Declaration. We strongly demand
the prompt withdrawal of the US Army (Stationed there for over 60 years) and their military
equipment from South Korea that has been the stumbling block lying on the way of the
reunification of Korea and the durable establishment of peace mechanism in Korean
peninsula and the repeal of the South Korean Authority’s confrontational policy towards the
DPRK

The work carried out by the Viethnamese youth in the process of consolidation of a more just
society, and the upholding of their socialist orientation and vocation. We express our support
to the victims of the American aggression, who suffered the effects of the Agent Orange and
still expect that those who are guilty be brought to justice.

The Latin American and Caribbean peoples who have sought new ways of cooperation and
disengagement from the pro-imperialist policies that have not met the needs of the peoples
of the region

In recent years, integration projects developed such as the ALBA-TCP, UNASUR,
PETROCARIBE, the Bank of the South, TELESUR, as well as the important victories
achieved by progressive forces in Latin America and the Caribbean have favored the
strengthening of processes with intensive economic and social programs, like the ones in
Venezuela, Bolivia, Ecuador, Nicaragua, Argentina, Paraguay and Uruguay. We back the
emergence of the Community of Latin American and Caribbean States as a transcendental
event that guarantees American independence.

The resistance of the Cuban people, their decision to continue along the path of socialism
defending their principles of independence and sovereignty that continue to be strong in
spite of the cruel blockade policy imposed by the United States for more than 50 years,
which has cost more than 975 billion USD to Cuban economy.

The urgent mobilization of international solidarity towards the Haitian people and youth, who

and unjust sentences for defending just causes, such as the Palestinian, Syrian and
Lebanese prisoners in Israeli jails; the Five Cuban Heroes who are serving cruel sentences
in the United States for fighting terrorism, and two of them have been denied visits by their
wives; The Cuban Five Heroes that have been imprisoned for 13 years now of unjust and
cruel imprisoning for their struggle against imperialism. Following his sentence of 13 years,
Rene Gonzalez, is being denied to return to Cuba and being forced to stay 3 years more of
supervised freedom in Miami. This puts at stake his life as he is forced to stay in place where
counter revolutionary terrorists live and as the Congress member lleana Ros-Lehtinen is
appealing for murdering of Rene.

27.We salute the resistance and resilience of the youth of Zimbabwe against the illegal
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sanctions. We also support the current indigenization and control of natural resources of
Zimbabwe in defense of their sovereignty and territorial integrity

All anti-imperialist youth forces in the world. WFDY supports the movements of progressive
trade unions, the peasants, the landless and the helpless, the indigenous people and
women who have been victims of social exclusion caused by savage capitalism.

Our struggle becomes increasingly necessary. The world youth should continue to uphold
their banners against barbarity and injustice.

We deserve a different future,
a future in which life is possible and there is no room for discrimination, exploitation and
death.

WFDY will continue to stand in
solidarity with all the peoples struggling, reinforcing its role as most important and significant
anti-imperialist youth structure.
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
